	General aim of the project
	Aims to raise greater awareness among students, educators and decision makers of telecollaboration as a tool to bring together classes of language learners in geographically distant locations to develop their foreign language skills and intercultural competence through collaborative tasks and project work. In other words, telecollaboration uses the internet to bring classrooms around Europe into contact together so they can learn from each other.

	Subject areas, topics, curriculum areas


	Topics: one per term and close to their own experience. In general, teachers decide when they are working on that at every school. Nevertheless special sessions will be set up before hand every term to work cooperatively among classrooms in different countries(These sessions are not expected for children under 8) either to get information, to ask for explanations, to make presentations or to compare what they have already worked on. Schools have to make sure they are ready for team work.

Preschool children and children under 8 are expect to work about the same topics at the same time especially sharing outcomes meaningful to them and suitable up to their learning process.

Subjects : Foreign Languages, History, Science, Art, Music, PE

At project meetings some sessions (minimum of 3) will be set aside to teach host country pupils in their classes.
